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The Centre empowers schools and the 

wider community to take action for social 

justice, peace and a sustainable world 

future  . 
 

Our aims are:  

¶ To be Tasmaniaôs leading independent centre for the 

promotion of education for social justice and human 

rights.  

¶ To promote practical learning experiences that 

demonstrate ways of contributing to positive change 

both locally and globally.  

¶ To actively facilitate the involvement of other 

organisations in raising awareness of global issues.  

 

Our primary focus is  supporting Tasmanian teachers 

to implement key aspects of state and national 

curricula, specifically those that relate to responsible 

citizenship, sustainability, values and global 

perspectives.  

 

We do this through :  

Education Programs  such as ruMAD? that engage 

schools with the wider community in positive action.  

Websites: A Fairer World  provides information and 

resources on current programs, events, global 

issues, taking action and ñlocal heroesò. A Fairer 

World Youth provides information specifically for 

young Tasmanians.  

Networks: We are able to link schools with a wide 

range of community groups and campaigns, locally, 

nationally and globally. We also provide speakers 

and volunteers to schools.  

Awareness - raising events & campaigns: Through 

our networks, we ensure that schools are involved 

in events and campaigns such as Human Rights 

Week, Refugee Week, Make Poverty History, Close 

the Gap, climate change action and Anti - Poverty 

Week.  

Curriculum materials & teaching resources: Our 

library of teaching resources has been built up over 

24 years. We also work with relevant authorities to 

develop curricula that supports education for a 

fairer world.  

Training & mentoring: Our qualified, experienced staff 

work to inspire teachers in the classroom with 

training, ideas and resources.  

News: Our Web Diary, e - news and Coming Events 

bulletins provide Tasmanians with a comprehensive 

update on social justice events and campaigns.

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T his year has been an exciting and 

eventful year for TCGL. In my 

two years as President Iôve seen the 

Centre embed itself further into the 

Tasmanian community as a hub for 

global education and social justice 

information, provided by quality 

people. This is largely due to the hard 

and heartfelt work of Helen and 

Karen, who have invested much time into the Centre.  

The Executive and Management Committees have 

worked on becoming more focused this year. The 

Committees had five focus areas: education; 

relationships with the media; relationships with the 

government; strategy and governance; and funding. A 

different committee member took responsibility and 

developed a strategy for each focus area. This system 

saw the Centre develop a line of communication with 

The Mercury , positive discussions with state and federal 

politicians, the establishment of an Education Sub -

Committee, further support from the Department of 

Education (DoE), contact with the federal Department 

of Education, Employment, and Workplace Relations 

(DEEWR), some new ideas about funding, and at the 

2009 AGM the new Committee will be working on a new 

strategic plan for TCGL.  

In 2010 TCGL hopes to further develop its relationships 

with DEEWR, AusAID, and media outlets around 

Tasmania. The Executive Committee is also exploring a 

variety of funding options especially expanding non -

government sources and fundraising.  

ruMAD? (Are you Making a Difference?) has continued 

to be our flagship program in 2008 -09. In 2008, the 

Education Foundation merged with the Foundation for 

Young Australians (FYA) and we had to re -establish our 

relationship with the new FYA staff and structure. As a 

result we signed a Memorandum of Understanding  

renewing our partnership to deliver ruMAD? in  

Tasmanian schools and securing support from FYA until 

June 2010.  

The Tasmanian Community Fund (TCF) two -year 

funding continued to support the ruMAD? sustainability 

model. The model is designed to provide direct support 

to schools for implementation of ruMAD? in partnership 

with the schools, the government, private funders, and 

local communities. The model was first implemented at 

Gagebrook Primary School in 2008 and in 2009 was 

extended to Rokeby and Queechy High Schools. The 

Queechy project was achieved with Department of 

Immigration and Citizenship Diverse Australia  funding. 

TCGL was one of only two Tasmanian organisations to 

receive this funding in 2008 -09.  

In September our ruMAD? partnership with Gagebrook 

Primary was awarded $50,000 from National Australia 

Bank  as a  Schools First Award , one of only  two winners 

in the state and 69 nationally.  

In September, we held our two Youth Action 

Conferences (YACs) in Hobart and Launceston. The 

Conferences are celebrations for all students involved in 

ruMAD? during the year. This year the YACs were made 

possible with funding from Hobart City Council, 

Tasmanian Community Foundation (Youth in 

Philanthropy), Australian Red Cross, Australia Post 

(FRRR Stretching the Envelope), and Oxfam Australia.  

In 2008, we presented the first Tasmanian Human 

Rights School Award during the state -wide Human 

Rights Week. The inaugural winner was the Justice 

Action Network. We are currently seeking applications 

for the 2009 Human Rights School Award which this 

year includes a $500 cash prize.  

This year saw a number of staff changes, including the 

creation of two new positions. The TCF two year funding  

allowed the employment of an ruMAD? School 

Coordinator. So far this position has been filled by two 

people -  thank you to Kate Pile and Mandy McGarrigle 

for their contributions to the Centre during their 

employment and good luck to them with their future 

endeavours. We now welcome Jeremy Picone who will 

be the ruMAD? School Coordinator for the remainder of 

Cygnet Kinder with their billboard for Brightside Farm 

Sanctuary. They have been working on animal rights.

Peterson began working on the Sustainable Schools 

Support Service on 1 July 2009, funded by a 

ClimateConnect  grant from the Tasmanian Government. 

Under this funding Corey is assisting schools to apply 

for and implement grants under the National Solar 

Schools Program until June 2010.  

Another big event we were involved in during the year 

was the Global Poverty Project. This is an international 

project founded in Australia to motivate individuals to 

make small changes in their lives to end extreme 

poverty in the world. In August the Centre and the 

Global Poverty Project team, through Jeremy Picone, 

launched the Project in Hobart and subsequently 

coordinated a number of presentations in the state. The
